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BAF AT WORK

The B AF's commitment to promoting public
appreciation of Baltimore’s architectural heritage,
supported by authoritative documentation,
continues with current activities that include:

Several years of complex planning and negotiation
have resulted in the scanning of the B A F Dead
Architects Society’s research archive. These
profiles of Baltimore architects may be accessed
electronically through a joint development project
of the Johns Hopkins University Eisenhower
Library and the Philadelphia Atheneum. In a
related activity, B A F board member, Walter
Schamu, AIA, recently presented the work of the
DAS and its archive at the School of Architecture,
Norwich University, Massachusetts.

In a previously unannounced project, B A F
board members Tracey Clark and Charles Duff,
assisted by Jim Dilts, are preparing matched
archive and current photographs, with brief
descriptive text, for a new book on Baltimore
architecture. Itis to be one in a soft-backed series
that has made Arcadia Publishing, a South
Carolina subsidiary of an English company, the
largest publisher of regional historical surveys in
the US with nearly 3,000 titles. Targeted
availability is Fall, 2006, through Barnes & Noble
Booksellers, as well as the B A F.

James Dilts, B AF publications chair, reports that
the late Randolph Chalfant’s monograph of the
city’s first successful architectural partnership,
Nierns ee and Neilson , Arc hitec ts of B altimore :
Two Careers on the Edge of the Future, is near
completion. Mr. Chalfant’s in depth research and
text, and the editorial talents of Charles Belfoure,
promise an authoritative publication in early 2006.

This core study of Baltimore’s development is
intended to compliment the successful
presentations of E. Francis Baldwin, Architect:
The B&O, Baltimore and Beyond, by Carlos P.
Avery, in 2003, and The Architecture of
Baltimore, edited by Hayward and Shivers,
published by the Johns Hopkins Press in 2005.
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LEWIS BEQUEST

The B AF gratefully recognizes two gifts from the
family of architect Robert E. Lewis offered as a
memorial through his son, Craig Lewis.

Robert Erskine Lewis was a partner in the long-
time distinguished Baltimore architectural firm of
Wrenn, Lewis and Jencks. The firm was formed in
early October, 1929, as Lewis & Westenhaver, and
subsequently as Wrenn, Lewis and Jencks, its
structure during most of a half century in practice.
B A F board member James Wollon apprenticed
with the firm as a young architect.

The first memorial is an endowment of $10,000 to
supportthe B A F annual lecture in architecture by
nationally recognized architects and historians.
Formerly endowed as the Cochran Lecture, now
expended, the first B AF Lewis Lecture is being
slated for the Fall, 2006.

The second giftis Mr. Lewis’s library. Many of the
books were purchased in Europe in the 1920's and
30's and served as resources for the firm’s
exemplary work in revival styles. One volume of
great value to the work of the Foundation is a
1906 Bromley Atlas of Baltimore City that
contains carefully drawn outlines of every building
in Baltimore just after the Great Fire of 1904. The
books, some of which require conservation, are
being inventoried and will be added to the B AF’s
extensive collection.

Under the guidance of the B A F, the firm’s
archives, including its drawings, were donated to
the Maryland State Archives in 1991.
